Broughton’s Got Talent 
 
We are excited to announce that in the Autumn term, we will be bringing ‘Broughton’s Got 
Talent’ to the school! 
 

This is a chance for your child to showcase their talents with the opportunity to progress to 
the ‘Live’ finals. 
 

First round auditions 
This is open to all children from Years 1 – 6. 
 

The first round of auditions will take place in class. All talents are welcome: dancing, singing, 
playing an instrument, telling jokes, magic tricks… just about anything! All we ask is they be 
kept to 1 minute for the audition stage. 
 

The date for auditions will be set by your class teacher who will give you plenty of notice. All 
auditions will be completed and semi-finalists announced on 17th October. 
 

Semi Finals 
3 children from each class will then compete in the ‘Live’ semi-finals which will take place in 
front of the whole school on Thursday 23rd  October. Again, each act should be 
approximately 1 minute. There will be a judging panel (but no red buzzers!) who will score 
each act. We will also take the audience vote and combine scores to find our finalists across 
each year group. There will be approximately 3 finalists per year group (1 per class plus 1). 
 

Live Finals 
Roughly three children per year group will perform in the Live Finals on Friday 7th November. This 
can be the same act they auditioned with or a new act within the same genre (eg. If they 
auditioned with a dance their semi-final performance should also be a dance). Performances 
should last between 1 – 2 minutes. Parents and families of the finalists will also be invited to watch. 
 

Combining the audience scores and the judges scores, we will find our winner who will be 
awarded the first BGT trophy! 
 

I hope you are all as excited as we are about this event and we look forward to seeing the 
array of talent in Broughton Community Schools.
